COURSE DESCRIPTION: A course covering the basic concepts and applications of carpentry. Includes safety, use of basic hand and power tools, and construction techniques. 
PREREQUISITES:   None
LEARNING OUTCOMES: Upon completion of the course, the student will be able to:
1. Identify the components of and demonstrate the ability to estimate materials for and layout and install the parts of a floor system. 

2. Identify the components of and demonstrate the ability to estimate materials for and layout and install the parts of a wall system. 

3. Estimate the number of ceiling joists required for a building, and demonstrate the ability to layout, cut, and install them properly. 

4. Demonstrate the ability to identify common types of roofs used in residential construction. 

5. Demonstrate the ability to identify the components and define the terms associated with roof framing. 

6. Demonstrate the ability to accurately calculate, cut to length, and install common rafters, and gable end studs. 

7. Demonstrate the ability to identify the various types and components of roof trusses, and describe the basics of truss installation and truss bracing. 

8. Demonstrate the ability to describe and perform the installation of roof sheathing. 

9. Demonstrate the ability to perform a material takeoff for a gable roof. 

10. Identify proper personal protective equipment and hazard control devices used when working on roofs. 

11. Demonstrate the ability to estimate and describe the techniques for installing various types of roofing materials.

12. Demonstrate the ability to estimate and describe the techniques for installing various types of exterior siding materials. 

13. Demonstrate the ability to identify different types stairways, and the components associated with them. 

14. Demonstrate the ability to define the terms associated with stair framing. 

15. Demonstrate the ability to calculate and cut a stringer for a stairway to meet local adopted building code.
